Family Tree Project
Job:  Find out when your ancestors (father or mother’s side) came to the United States. Ask your parents, grandparents, and use the Internet. If you were the first person to immigrate, tell about your experiences in your birth country. 
Requirements:

· Family member’s birth and death dates (if possible)

· Ethnic background/country of origin

· Immigration dates (if possible)
· Minimum of two “stories” about your ancestor(s): This is the best part!
· Why they came to the U.S.? /Where did they settle in the U.S?
· Did they move around?
· What are some experiences they had? 
· Who were their siblings?
· How many children did they have?
· What job did they have?
· Visual: Last Name, Year entering the US, Flag of Country they came from, and anything else you would like to include on an 8 ½ x11 ½ piece of paper.
