

We are going to be summing up the 1920’s – 2000’s (goose eggs).  It will be your responsibility to bring a deeper understanding of the decade to your classmates. Each of you will select a decade to work on. The next couple of weeks can be VERY ENTERTAINING OR BORING; this depends largely on how much effort you put into this project.  If you do not put a lot of effort on it will be very boring but if you go above and beyond it will be a lot of fun and you will get extra credit too! 
Remember: even though you are in a group, you will be graded individually on this.  
Each of you will be responsible for the following:
50pts: Individual assignment (listed below)
40pts: Present in front of the class for 3-5 minutes.  

10pts: Participation, listening and asking relevant questions where necessary.
Step I: Selecting a Decade
I will be selecting which decade you will be in but you must write your first, second, and third choice for a decade.  When we are done please bring this up to me so I can put which group you would like to be in on the master list.  Your options are 20’s, 30’s, 40’s, 50’s, 60’s, 70’s, 80’s, 90’s, and the goose eggs (00’s).

Step II: Individual assignment 
You must write your first, second, and third choice from the 4 jobs below but I will be selecting the job for you from your top choices.  One person in the group will be receiving extra credit for being the collector of work for the PowerPoint/poster/visual. The individual assignment should be mainly pictures and, if using PowerPoint each slide should have no more than 10 words. 
Job #1: Historian
40 pts: 10 significant people from the decade; why they are significant; what did they do?
10 pts: Explain one important invention of the decade
Job #2: Newscaster
40 pts: Create a timeline of at least 10 significant events.
10 pts: Explain 2 important events in detail with 2 pictures accompanying that event. 

Job #3: Culturist-
20pts: Information about fashion, clothing, hairstyles (men and women), food, and music 

10 pts: A popular song from the time (you must play the song and show the lyrics) 


-If you sing the song or part of the song SO MANY BONUS POINTS! 
20pts: You must teach the class how to do a popular dance from the time.

-Either you instruct the class how to do it or show a video explaining the steps

Job #4: Contemporary Studies Specialist
40pts: Information about what did people do for entertainment? Sports? Movies? TV Shows? Iconic images ( i.e. 1940’s Pearl Harbor Image
10 pts: You must bring a movie clip either from a movie from the time period or a movie about the time period. No longer than 5 minutes. 


-The clip must show relevance to the culture of your time period

Step III: Research

Step IV: Presenting  
You will need to present your part of the decade for 3-5 minutes.  One letter grade will be taken away for each minute not used. The entire group should take about 20 minutes. You must present all of the information you researched in the individual assignment. 
If you are not here on the day that your group was suppose to present you will receive half credit.

Step VI: Listening

Every time I see you talk out of turn, distract others, not dancing or just being disrespectful, I will be taking away points from this assignment. Ask relevant questions when appropriate.
